Jim & Tami Tillery’s 1995 Ural Motorcycle

In 1993 | had the good fortune, some would say misfor-
tune, to be assigned to the US Embassy in Moscow, Rus-
sia for a 2-year tour of duty with the US State Department,
which eventually became a 3-year tour. Russia has many
unique items both new and antiquated. and ways of doing
things that date back 50 years or more. As a US diplomat
| had no fears and could go just about anywhere in the

country | wanted. While there | discovered the Ural side-
car motorcycle and purchased a new one in 1995 for
$1500. | drove this around Moscow for the last year of my
tour. | also was able to acquire another one that had been
abandoned for $200, a good parts bike.

Ural motorcycles - official name IMZ Ural Group Inc, is
a multinational company involved in developing, manufac-
turing and worldwide distribution of sidecar equipped mo-
torcycles. Headquartered in Redmond, WA with assembly
facilities in Petropavl, Kazakhstan. Ural is the oldest and
one of the world's largest manufacturers of sidecar
equipped motorcycles.

IMZ Ural origins are linked to developments in the
Eastern Front during WWII as the Soviet Union was pre-
paring to repel possible military action by Nazi Germany.
Mobility was especially stressed after the Soviet Union
had witnessed the effect of the blitzkrieg on Poland and a
small, rugged, and multi-purpose vehicle that could handle
Russia's underdeveloped road network and pockmarked
battlefields was a priority. The Soviets identified the BMW-
R71 as the ideal vehicle, so they reversed engineered the
BMW to suit their needs.

As of 2023, Ural motorcycles are sold all over the world
through a network of over 190 dealerships and service
centers. Ural's main market is the US, but the company's
bikes are popular in Japan, Canada, the UK, Australia and
throughout the EU.
